Cognates are referred to in the AQA specification as "words which have exactly the same form, and essentially the same meaning, in Spanish and in English (eg animal, horrible, central, principal). When such words occur in context, students can be expected to understand them in English and Spanish." (AQA GCSE Spanish specification, p.17). Below is a list of the cognates that are not already on the AQA Spanish vocabulary list and are among the 2000 most frequently occurring words.
